NOTICE TO USERS OF HATCH HILL SOLID WASTE FACILITY
CHANGES IN WOOD WASTE HANDLING

Effective September 1, 2007 construction/demolition wood must be separated from natural tree waste (branches, tree limbs) and placed in the designated areas.


The tipping fee for natural brush (tree waste) will be $30.00 per ton with a minimum fee of $3.00 for less than 200 pounds of natural wood waste. This new rate will be effective August 1, as the price for this material is going down, 

The tipping fee for construction/demolition wood will remain at $50.00 per ton at this time; however, if the lack of market for wood chips continues beyond October 1, 2007, construction/demolition wood will be landfilled at the MSW tipping fee which is currently $70.00 per ton.

Loads of pressure treated wood and cedar shakes will continue to be landfilled and will be charged the same rate as landfillable waste, $70.00 per ton.
