Troy McDonald presented the preliminary plans for the proposed Dollar General Store.

They have received a MDOT entrance permit. They are waiting on DEP permit and Cobbossee Water
Shed’s approval. '

Ms. Southiere informed everyone that after speaking with the assessor, the address of 1034 Western
Avenue was incorrect, the address is actually 1022 Western Avenue.

Many residents spoke out against the building of this store.

Their major concerns were: the architectural standards are not being met, the quality of the goods that
are being sold in these stores, the increase on the traffic in that area, snow removal, residents disagree
with the traffic study done by “Traffic. Solutions”, concerns with the impact on taxes( some feel this will

drive the value of their homes down), what are Cobbossee Water Shed’s views on this project, residents



do not want “Big Box” stores in this area, some residents felt they had not been completely informed
about this project, most residents want the Board to disallow this project, residents were very
disappointed that there was not a representative from General Dollar present, residents would like a
new traffic study done ,and neighborhood compatibility. Residents want the Board to deny this
application. »

Mr. Strout stated the Board cannot control what is being sold in stores as long as it is legal.

He stated many times that, if they meet all the criteria in the ordinances, the Board cannot refuse to
give a permit to build. There are 18 points of criteria that must be met. The plans have changed
drastically from the first presentation. The Board is trying to protect its residents.

Jim Pelsor stated that the traffic study meets the requirements.

After listening to all the concerns from the residents, Mr. McDonald presented a new drawing of a
pitched roof building which they will be building in Augusta. He stated that he could also build this
building in Manchester.

The Residents suggested that there should be a change in the ordinance concerning “Big Box” stores.
Jeff Reardon stated he does not feel comfortable making a decision without the Storm Water Permit and
Cobbossee Water Shed District’s approval. The other Board members agreed.

The Board will need to vote on whether or not the application is complete once they receive new
information, Jim Pelsor stated the Board could find the application as not complete if the permits are
not all in place.
