	Travis Let presented the preliminary application for proposed Dollar General Store.
He stated the application showed 44 parking spaces and hoped the Board would approve the lesser amount.
Leon Strout stated that could not be done.  The ordinance states there must be 48 spaces and the Board could not change that.
Mr. Letellier stated they will be getting a DEPT permit for this project.
There will be public water and sewerage.
Storm Water will be handled.  Applying for a DEP permit.
Phosphorous will be collected by catch basins and treated.
Roof drainage will also be collected.
Construction projected for the spring as soon as possible.
Jim stated he did not feel the architect of the building fits into ordinance standard.
DEP is scheduled to come out to land this Friday (2/5/16).
Mr. Letellier stated they contacted Copies ETC. about sharing the entrance and Mr. Violette was not in favor of that.
Bob Stated that 
Jim Pelsor stated he would like to see an up to date financial facility.
Bob Gage stated he would do that.
Mr. Strout suggested that a pitched roof would be more acceptable to the Manchester residents.
Mr. Gage stated he would bring in some examples of store that a Mansir style roof was used.
Mr. Gage asked if they would be able to use lap siding on 100% of the building and then transfer some of that money to the roof.
Board went through some other of the requirements.
DOT will need to issue a waiver.  They will need a statement from the Board stating that this is a Designated Growth Area.
This property is in the General Development Zone.
Bob Gage asked if the Board would be willing to issue them a note stating that this land is located in a Growth Area.
Mr. Strout stated he would be willing to issue a letter stating this area is a place where development is encouraged.
Debbie will type a letter for Mr. Strout to sign and then email it to Mr. Letellier.
